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Eligibility Criteria for a PSANZ Early Researcher Career (ERC) or New Investigator Applicant
 

1. The applicant must be a PSANZ member at the time of application or by the time of early bird registration if applying for a New Investigator Award (NIA) at our Annual Congress; 

2. Applicants applying for an Early Researcher Career Travel award or a New Investigator Award must be the presenter and first author of the abstract;

3. Applicants must provide a letter from either their supervisor or Head of Department/unit confirming their New Investigator Status.

4. Applicants for a PSANZ ERC Travel Grant must not have received a PSANZ ERC Travel Grant previously;
5. Applicants for a PSANZ NIA Award must not have received a PSANZ NIA Award previously;
6. Applications must include evidence of acceptance of abstract for either oral or poster presentation at the 2011 Congress;

7. ERC applicants must not hold a University academic appointment higher than research fellow or lecturer (or equivalent) or a university adjunct appointment no higher than adjunct senior research fellow or adjunct senior lecturer;

Eligibility by category:

ERC Basic Science 

· Enrolled (full or part time) in a post-graduate research degree (Masters or PhD) or within 5 years award of a Bachelor/Honours degree or 2 years of a postgraduate research degree (eg Masters or PhD);
ERC Nursing/Midwifery

· Enrolled (full or part time) in a post-graduate research degree (Masters or PhD) or within 5 years of a postgraduate research degree; 

OR

· Actively involved in research (1st author for presentation of research findings at scientific meetings) for less than 5 years;

ERC Clinical

· Enrolled in RACP/RANZCOG training program*

OR

· Actively involved in research (1st author for presentation of research findings at scientific meetings) for less than 5 years;

*For clinicians enrolled in a research higher degree (Masters or PhD), ERC status will include those within 3 years of completion of clinical training program.

ERC Other

· Enrolled (full or part time) in a post-graduate research degree (Masters or PhD) or within 5 years of a postgraduate research degree; 

OR

· Actively involved in research (1st author for presentation of research findings at scientific meetings) for less than 5 years;

Career Interruptions will be taken into account.

 

Only 1 abstract from each applicant will be considered for an ERC travel award and/or NIA each year.  
Potential applicants not meeting these criteria may apply to the Conference and Program Liaison Officer (CPLO), Dr John Sinn (psanz@wcha.asn.au) for consideration, stating the reasons why they feel they qualify as a New Investigator/Early Researcher Career.
ERC Travel Grant winners will be notified in writing by the secretariat prior to the conference, with instructions on how to claim their award.  The secretariat will inform the CPLO when awards have been claimed. 

NIA winners will be announced at the end of the conference and winners will also be notified in writing immediately following the conference, with instructions on how to claim their award.  The secretariat will inform the CPLO when awards have been claimed.
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
