In 2008, ANZSA and the PSANZ-Perinatal Mortality Group developed, piloted and refined an educational program to assist with the implementation of the PSANZ perinatal mortality guidelines into practice.  Created for clinicians, obstetricians, gynaecologists, pathologist, midwives, bereavement specialists and other professionals working in perinatal medicine, this program is designed to address the educational needs of all health professionals involved in maternity and newborn care in managing perinatal death.

The IMPROVE Program uses the SCORPIO methodology - a medium for skills training based on small‑group, participant centred, interactive, multi-disciplinary teaching.
Participants are grouped into a number of interactive stations which are directly organised around the sections of the PSANZ perinatal mortality guidelines.
